My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today is a special day in the life of our diocese. We celebrate the Solemnity of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, Patroness of the Diocese of Trenton. We reflect on the life of the Blessed Mother, and the
“sign of certain hope and comfort” that her Assumption into Heaven provides for the Church on earth.

This day is also special for us because today we publicly introduce Led by the Spirit: A Pastoral Plan for
the Diocese of Trenton. A plan that will aide us as we live out the mission of Jesus Christ in the Church of
Trenton for years to come.

We look to Mary’s example as we plan for ministry in our parishes and across the diocese,
seeking God’s will in all things and serving with humility and gratitude.

As our Mother in Heaven, Mary intercedes on our behalf with her prayers. Through the intercession of
our Blessed Mother, may we have the grace to follow her example and to respond generously where the Spirit
leads us.
